Note there will be a clearance flag mark on
theEastern side of the line that must be kept to Port.

In the event of a yacht running aground in the Dangar Island area it will
be permissible to start the yachts motor to assist off the said grounding
point only.

The said yacht is to sail clear of other yachts and then complete a two
turn penalty of 720 degrees to exonerate itself and then continue racing.
